Pupil Premium – Reporting to Parents/Carers

2018 - 2019
The Pupil Premium Grant is additional funding given to schools via the Government to address the underlying inequalities between children eligible for free school meals (FSM) and non eligible peers by ensuring that funding to tackle disadvantage reaches the pupils who need it most.

Our Principles

· We ensure that teaching and learning opportunities meet the needs of all pupils

· We support pupils in becoming aspirational, confident and successful learners
· We ensure that appropriate provision is made for pupils who belong to vulnerable groups, this includes ensuring that the needs of socially disadvantaged pupils are adequately assessed and addressed
· In making provision for socially disadvantaged pupils, we recognise that not all pupils who receive free school meals will be socially disadvantaged
· We also recognise that not all pupils who are socially disadvantaged are registered or qualify for free school meals
· We reserve the right to allocate the Pupil Premium funding to support any pupil or groups of pupils the school has legitimately identified as being disadvantaged
· Pupil premium funding will be allocated following a needs analysis which will identify priority classes, groups or individuals. Limited funding and resources means that not all children receiving free school meals will be in receipt of pupil premium interventions at one time
· Most of our work through the pupil premium will be aimed at accelerating progress, moving children to at least age related expectations. Initially, this will be in English and Mathematics
Provision

Our Local Governing Body has an important role in ensuring our school complies with legislation and that this policy, along with its specific stated actions for narrowing the gaps is implemented.  Our Local Governing Body will keep our work in narrowing the gaps under review so that they can monitor the use of the Pupil Premium. In monitoring and evaluating the work of the school in relation to the Pupil Premium, the Local Governing Body will take into account a range of information, including quantitative (data on progress and attainment) and qualitative (case studies, views, surveys etc.) data as evidence of impact.   

For 2016 - 2017 our grant was £10560

For 2017 – 2018 our grant was £7920 (In 2017-18 3.7% of our pupils qualified for FSM.)
Our grant for 2018 – 2019 is £6920
2017 - 2018 PPG went towards:

· Additional TA support for interventions provision, and uniform grants specifically for PP pupils.  

· To increase resources for both key stages for the teaching of reading, specifically encouraging children reading at home and providing support for parents to support reading at home.  
· Ensuring all external assessments were carried out, over and above our designated allocation of hours.

· Commitment to ensuring no PP pupil was unable to attend class trips and visits due to cost.
